Titanium White (large tube)

Cadmium Lemon Yellow

Cadmium Orange

Alizarin Crimson

Ultramarine Blue

Viridian

Brushes: Filberts, Flats and/or Brights


Size 2, 4, 6, 8, 10 (size 10 should be about ¾” wide)

Palette Knife (not flat, should have two little bends in it; diamond shaped trowel)

Palette Cup with cover or small jar with cover

GAMSOL 100% pure odorless mineral spirits (NRAS requires)

Canvas panels, stretched canvas, gessoed boards – size 8”x10”, 9”x12”   

bring 2-3 to each class

Vine charcoal (several sticks)

Sketch book or pad, along with several different types of drawing tools (pencils, sharpie marker)

Paper towels

Wax paper (for covering paints after class for travel)

Optional:

Canola or baby oil for clean-up

Barrier cream, tube wringer, thin plastic gloves, baby wipes

Plastic scrubbie, pair of pliers

Plastic bag for trash

Wear old clothing and/or bring an apron or old shirt/sweatshirt
